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5.2 Member's Meetings

Members meetings both at regional and two national level were organized. 2 national meetings
were organized during the year while the regions were supported to organize at least two
meetings in the regions.

The meetings at regional level have been affected by limited levels of funding, and for this reason,
the network initiated a process to finalise the guidelines for the functioning of the regional
networks and it is hoped that these guidelines will also help the regional networks to initiate
ventures to raise resources within the regions for such activities as members meetings.

Members at a national meeting adopted these guidelines for members held in Lusaka in August
2007.

Conclusion
Many of the planned activities were completed as scheduled apart from the organizational
development programme whose implementation started late as the process for recruiting
relevant staff took longer than usual. The slow response by members to the programme also led to
the delay.

In terms of membership, by close of the year 2007, CHIN had a total paid up membership of 150
members.
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
